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Higher standards for teachers have come to be expected today in Japanese society. As educators, teachers
should have not only thorough understanding of human beings growth and development but beings' but also sufficient
knowledge, ideas, background, methods and technique to teach effectively.

Naruto University of Education was established on October 1, 1981 by the Japanese government to respond with a
new approach to such social demands. The university is a new kind of University for teachers in that it is designed to
retrain teachers from nation-wide schools through advanced course work and research in graduate programs as well
as to produce elementary and secondary school teachers in undergraduate programs. Since then the University has
sought the fulfillment of appropriate education and research.

Based on the social expectations for schools and teachers, the University established a new professional degree
course as teacher education in 2008 to make investigations on teacher education and to produce the well qualified
teachers having specialised knowledge and teaching competence.

Master's program aims to produce elementary and secondary school teachers who have specialized knowledge
concerning the areas and subjects and enough teaching competence. Professional degree course aims to produce
elementary and secondary school teachers who have problem solving abilities and will be leaders in their schools and
societies.

The object of the undergraduate programs (College of Education) is to produce elementary and secondary school
teachers who are well qualified for teaching in all areas and subjects on the basis of comprehensive understanding of
children's growth and development.

The open stack system of the library allows the whole university population free access to all materials. The library
services are all computerized. On the Web site, we provide our library catalog (OPAC), and databases about master's
thesis, historical document of GOTO, and picture books which help in understanding children's mind. Students and
staff can access the databases (e.9., GeNii, PsycINFO) and over 4,600 titles of electronic journals, and also make a
book reservation and all ILL requests via WWW. In the audiovisual room, users can listen to or watch a variety of media
(e.g., CD, DVD), and watch lecture programs of the University of the Air broadcasts.

In the reading room, materials about the Shikoku pilgrimage are concentrated in “the corner of Awa Studies
(Awa-Gaku)”, together with the local materials of Tokushima Prefecture. The children' s library, which is the distinctive
one of its kind among national universities in Japan, is open to the local residents, and for students' volunteer
activities and their teaching practice. We have a collection of some 30,000 books on Japanese language education
donated by Dr. NOJI Junya, former president (Noji Junya Collection), and a collection of teaching records and other
writings (about 10,000 items) donated by the late Ms. OMURA Hama, a well-known educator (Omura Hama Collection).

The library is open from Monday through Sunday and on holidays except for school vacations (spring, summer, and
winter). It is open to the public as well as those who are affiliated with the university.
