[Language] Qualifications include meeting one of the following criteria:
- Passing the EIKEN grade 2 or higher.
- Achieving a total score of 550 or higher on the TOEIC L&R
- Score 42 or higher on the TOEFL iBT
- Earning a score of 1,000 or higher on the GTEC
However, for those using English as their native language, certification of Japanese
Proficiency Test N2 or higher is required.
