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ANDTN—TZEOEL & S, Let’s make a group of 4.

—INTMTEL & Do Make a line.

BCHDANED E T AICHEITKRTL7ZE W, The first student, come and get the hint.
RONCT>ZDHATLITIEE L, Whisper the cue to the next student.
RIEDODNSERIRZREX L X 5, The last student, go to the board and draw the picture.
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Then, let’s see the pictures!
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Any words: Face parts,

White board (if possible), or blackboard ST .
Adjectives of size, numbers, etc.

1. Students work in rows, where one row is one team. Otherwise, the teacher can make groups of 4-5.

2. The teacher gives a cue to the first student in each row. Ex. “Draw two big eyes.” Students whisper the hint
down the line (row).

3. The last student does the action (in this case, draws two big eyes on the blackboard).

4. The last student in line then rotates to the beginning and will get the next cue.

5. After each row has completed their “monsters” (as the case may be), the ALT can comment on the monsters

one by one.

Accompany students who need help. 1. Review keywords and practice.

2. When explaining the game, it is helpful to move
around the classroom using gestures, focusing on
one “line” as an example.

3. Give the cues to first students in line.

*If using a whiteboard, it can be turned around so that students don’t see the completed monsters until the end.
*This activity can also be done to practice other grammar forms, such as prepositions of place (on, next to, etc.)

where the teacher hides items around the room.
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
