1. Pass 1 worksheet with various monsters to each student.

2. Students decide 1 monster and put a small check on it to remind themselves.

3. Make pairs and let the students know the goal is to find the opponent’s monster.

4. Students ask each other questions to try to identify which monster their partner has chosen. (Example: student
1 can ask, “Do you have two eyes?”, Cross out the monsters that do not fit to narrow the possible monsters down.)

5. Continue asking each other questions until students find their opponent’s monster.

6. The student who finds the monster earlier is the winner.

Accompany students who need help or otherwise 1. Review the target language with students and practice.
help facilitate the activity. 2. Demonstrate with HRT and explain the rules with
using easy words.
3. Lead the activity.
