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Let's make a group of 4.
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When you get 4 cards of a kind, put the cards on your desk.

1. Make a group of 4 or 5 around a desk.

2. Give 5 cards to each student, put the remaining cards in the middle of the desk.

3. Decide the playing order and the first student asks someone who might have the card that they want,
“Do you have ~?”.

4. If that person has the card, say “Yes, | do. Here you are.” If he/ she doesn’t have it, they answer
“No, | don’t. Go fish.” The person who asked takes a card from the card pile. (His /her cards increase.)

5. When a student collects a set of four of a kind, they should lay the cards face-up in front of them.

6. When the card pile is finished, the game is over. The student who has the most sets is the winner.

Accompany students who need help or otherwise 1. Review the words or sentences with students and
help facilitate the activity. practice.
2. Demonstrate with HRT and explain the rules using
easy words.
3. Lead the activity.

* Using regular playing cards is also O.K.
* Game can be adapted for various targets (e.g. food, sports, jobs.) One “set” of cards could be either a pair,
or four of a kind, depending on how many duplicates are in the deck. If the “set” is a pair, students can lay

down any pairs which they may have been dealt from the beginning.
