1. Teacher draws a four by four grid (4 by 5, or 5 by 5 is OK, too). Put the picture cards above each column and
beside each row (as in the picture below).

2. The spaces correspond to points or ‘penalties’ which only the teacher knows. (The teacher has a key.)

3. Make a group of 4~5, and let the students know this game is a competition between groups.

4. The person in the first group chooses two words, one from the row and one from the column, indicating a
specific space in the grid.

5. The teacher then tells them what they get when they ‘land’ on that space. One space should be designated
as a “typhoon”, in which case, the group loses all of their points.

6. The group that gets the most points wins.
